Periodically trim the wiremap circuit to help ensure

accurate wiremap results:

1. Turn off LinkRunner and disconnect any cable that
may be attached.

CAUTION
If you perform this procedure with a cable
attached, LinkRunner will not work properly.

2. Hold down the right button, turn on LinkRunner, then
wait until =< appears momentarily in the center of
the screen before you release the right button.

3. Turn off LinkRunner and connect a known good
patch cable from the LAN port to the MAP port.

4. Hold down the left button, turn on LinkRunner, then
wait until E appears momentarily in the center of
the screen before you release the left button.

The LinkRunner wiremap circuit is now trimmed.
